Though it’s easy 
to look at the tech 
industry and think this 
increasingly influential 
sector is what makes 
the world go round, 
something closer to the 
very core of the Earth 
may be what’s driving 
your economy. 

The agricultural 
sector plays a strate-
gic role in a nation’s 
economic develop-
ment and prosperity. 
From the earliest days, 
agriculture has been 
heralded as playing a 
crucial role in North 
American culture. 
Farmers who grow 
produce and raise live-
stock for meats and 
other products have 
long exemplified what 
it means to work hard 
and take initiatives to 
be self-sufficient. 

The symbiotic na-
ture of agriculture and 
the economy is notice-
able when examining 
the ups and downs of 
each. This is because 
food production and 
the potential of agri-
culture extends beyond 
the fields and local 

food stands. These 
resources impact sup-
ply chains and other 
markets. A strong 
agriculture base influ-
ences other employ-
ment sectors like food 
manufacturing, bio-
technology, hospitality, 
machinery building, 
and much more, while 
a weak agriculture can 
adversely affect those 
sectors. 

While it can be dif-
ficult for residents of 
developed nations to 
visualize agriculture’s 
effect, one only needs 
to turn to impover-
ished and developing 
nations to see just how 
big an impact agricul-
ture can have on an 
economy. Agriculture 
provides food and raw 
materials, eventually 

creating demand for 
goods produced in 
non-agricultural sec-
tors. Also, food pro-
vides nutrition that can 
serve as the foundation 
of a healthy nation. 
Earning a living in 
agriculture strength-
ens purchasing power, 
which fuels other 
markets. Eventually, 
farming can pave the 
way for development, 
including roads, mar-
kets, shipping services, 
exporting, and many 
other sectors.

Agriculture is an 
important economic 
building block. An 
especially important 
sector, the agricultural 
industry, when sup-
ported, can contribute 
greatly to sustained 
economic growth.

Autumn is apple-picking season, and many farmers markers, 
grocery stores and even roadside apple stands are chock-full 
of delicious apples this time of year. That makes fall the perfect 
time to whip up some apple-inspired foods. This recipe for “El-
sie’s Stewed Apples” requires a tad more effort than traditional 
applesauce recipes, but the extra work is well worth it in the 
end. When shopping for apples in advance of preparing this 
recipe, avoid apples that have a mealy texture as well as those 
that are overly sweet.

Elsie’s Stewed Apples
Serves 6 to 8

- 2 to 3 tablespoons unsalted butter
- 2 pounds apples, peeled, cored and cut into thick slices
- 1⁄2 cup honey, preferably sage honey
- 1⁄2 cup white wine
- Zest and Juice of 1 lemon
- Fresh sage sprigs for garnish

1. Melt the butter in a large skillet 
over medium heat. Add the apples, 
turn the heat to high and sauté until 
they begin to brown on the edges, 
about 5 minutes. If some are get-
ting too well done, remove them and 
place on a plate while the rest con-
tinue to cook, then return them to 
the skillet when all are done.

2. Reduce the heat to low and 
add the honey, wine, lemon zest, lemon juice, and 1⁄2 cup water. 
Cover and allow to cook until the apples are tender but still firm; 
you don’t want them to turn into applesauce.

3. Serve this in a bowl, tuck in a couple sprigs of fresh sage 
from your garden, and tell your guests all about sage honey.

The agricultural industry 
provides a variety of opportu-
nities to professionals interest-
ed in this often misunderstood 
field.

According to the employ-
ment resource AGCareers.com, 
more than 250 career profiles 
are available to people inter-
ested in a career in agriculture. 
And while jobs in agriculture 
may not be as prevalent as they 
were a few centuries ago, when 
72 percent of the workforce 
was employed in farm occu-
pations in the United States, 
agriculture remains a booming 
industry that greatly affects the 
nation’s economy. Today, one 
in 12 American jobs is depends 
on agriculture, according to the 
career resource Payscale.

The following are some 
potential professions for those 
considering careers in agricul-
ture.

• Agricultural business man-
ager: This person oversees the 
business operations of a farm 
by providing organization and 
leadership during the produc-
tion process. He or she contacts 
creditors, selects seeds, buys 
new equipment, and ensures 
the distribution of product.

• Agricultural lawyer: 
Attorneys who specialize in 
agriculture deal with water and 
environmental issues, represent 
agricultural labor in disputes, 
ensure proper marketing tech-
niques are followed, handle 
real estate and land use issues, 
and much more.

• Animal control officer: 
These officers enforce local 
and regional laws that per-
tain to the treatment and care 
of animals. They patrol for 

distressed animals and en-
sure cruelty-free practices are 
adhered to.

• Grain buyer: Grain buy-
ers build relationships with 
producers so they can purchase 
grain for their particular com-
panies. They negotiate pur-
chase agreements, source grain 
supplies and issue purchase 
orders.

• Poultry hatchery manager: 
Hatchery managers oversee 
all of the aspects involved in 
poultry hatching. These can 
include management of person-
nel, handling and sorting of 
eggs, maintenance of equip-
ment, coordination of pick-ups 
and deliveries, and overseeing 
quality control.

• Soil scientist: Among the 
many tasks they might per-
form, scientists in the field of 
agriculture test soil samples for 
minerals and contaminants. By 
studying the soil, scientists can 
recommend which crops the 
land can support, how much 
livestock can feed in an area 
and the implications of agricul-

ture on the area as it pertains to 
managing natural resources.

A career in agriculture pres-
ents many exciting opportuni-
ties in a number of different 
applications. It’s a vast industry 
that utilizes professionals with 
an array of skillsets. 

I just got off the phone with 
a man in his 30s. He and his 
wife run 300 cows and both 
of their parents have a ranch 
that run about the same.

He said so easily in a few 
years we more than likely 
will have the opportunity to 
run 900 cows. But he said, 
“I never thought I would say 
this but I am not positive that 
I will stay in agriculture.”

He said it is pretty bad with 
that much opportunity that 
a person would not have 

enough faith in what is going on in the cattle busi-
ness that he would even consider not staying with 
something he loves. “I love and I always wanted to 
raise my family in the country living on a ranch.”

And he said it is all due to the fact of the packer 
and retailer completely stealing his product. He 
asked me what should he do?

I said, “I agree with you 100% but don’t give up 
yet. There seems to be a lot of cattlemen that are fed 
up and willing to try to make a change. It’s high time 

we quit talking about it and start doing something 
about it.” If you know an honest group that would 
like to head up this endeavor please give me a call.

Every cattle organization, if it is not screaming at 
the top of its lungs now, is not working for you. I 
challenge every one of you to see if your cattle orga-
nization is speaking out against packer and retailer 
control. If it isn’t, call and cancel your membership 
until it does.

A friend and cattleman said he was at the big ag-
riculture facility on a tour with a lot of farmers and 
ranchers. After they had showed off their new way 
of manufacturing farm tools and machinery. They 
asked if anyone in the crowd had any questions, so 
one farmer spoke up and said, “How many people 
work here?” The manager responded by saying, 
“About half.”

One cowboy was a good guy but definitely had a 
reputation for sometimes forgetting he was married. 
He had told his wife that he was going pheasant 
hunting and would be gone for the weekend. He 
frantically called a buddy who was just as ornery 
and said, “I have to take some pheasants home to-
night. Would you please shoot some and put them in 
a sack and I’ll be by in a few hours to get them.”

But the only mistake he made was he forgot to 
check the sack. When he picked up from his buddy, 
his wife opened it up and it was full of ducks in-
stead.

 Rezilon herbicide has long-lasting 
residual activity for extended control 

of weeds throughout the season.  For 
best results, it should be applied well 
before weed emergence.  Once applied, 
Rezilon can sit on the soil surface for 
some time with no degradation from 
sunlight while waiting on rainfall for 
activation.

My family likes me
better when I smoke pot

      
     With the use of marijuana becoming more 
acceptable, there is still the stigma that you 
must be a horrible parent if you smoke pot! 
Well let me tell you...Some people like the 
wine to unwind...I like the weed. Fact is, weed 
is safer than alcohol on soooo many levels. 
(FYI my kids are grown and gone now, so 
sometimes I do both). 
     When I brought pot (back) into my life as a 
parent, I had recently given up a few prescrip-
tion meds that I took to deal with crippling 

anxiety, chronic pain, migraines,etc. These little script pills changed the 
way my brain worked in a negative way. They also messed up my stomach, 
and caused other other nasty side effects. So after a brief period of taking 
them, I quit them. Nature’s medicine, in moderation, has fixed all of these 
problems, for years now, with no nasty side effects.
      I became a better mom and my “circle of life” improved. My patience 
improved dramatically. My focus on my beautiful children improved. I could 
sit down and totally enjoy my young ones, and their silliness at the end of 
a long day. And I could deal  in much more positive way with cranky situa-
tions or sick babies. I STRESSED a whole lot LESS about everything!
      My energy level improves when I medicate (with the right strain). Weed 
can rejuvenate me in the evening after a long day at work. It also helps me 
to relax and unwind and get a good night’s sleep, which always improves 
any situation!
      Now let me be clear about my weed habit - I smoke/ingest to medicate.  I 
use medical marijuana in moderation. I believe moderation in everything is 
key for a proper “balance in life”.  As a parent with young ones in the house, 
my consumption was a hit or two, usually in the evening to unwind. Occa-
sionally on a weekend I might take a hit a few times in the day, depending 
on what was happening. (It’s great for a cleaning binge!). Medicate respon-
sibly.

 PLEASE NOTE: Marijuana is not for everyone. Marijuana can cause short term paranoia, 
anxiety, altered thinking, and it can cause you to be very uncomfortable. It is important 
to do a bit of research prior to your first time as there are all kinds of different strains 
with different effects. I personally would not let edibles be your first attempt to medicate 
as they can effect you for hours. Edibles definately have their place, but can be tricky 
to dose, and can cause you extreme discomfort. To start experimenting with cannabis, I 
recommend smoking flower in its most natural state, and in a wood, glass or stone pipe. 
One hit at a time. Wait at least 10 minutes between hits. Every strain will hit you differ-
ently. Some you will feel immediately and others are sneaky. One to two hits is generally 
adaquate as a comfortable dose. A little “munchie moment” can bring the buzz down a 
bit if you don’t like how you feel after you’ve inhaled it.  Edibles DO NOT react the same 
way to a “munchie moment”, therefore there is the risk of possible discomfort for hours 
if too much is ingested. Medicate responsibly and enjoy life to the fullest!

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Slick Roads and High Speed to Blame
 For Beckham County Crash

Local Representatives to Serve on
Redistricting Subcommittee

February 15, 2021 - Slick roads and high speed appear to be to blame for 
a rollover crash in Beckham County Sunday morning.

According to the Oklahoma Highway Patrol, the mishap occurred just 
after 11 a.m. in the eastbound lanes of Interstate 40 near mile marker 40 in 
Elk City. OHP says 18-year-old Suede Hamel of Stillwater lost control of 
the 2008 Ford F-250 he was driving, struck a guard rail and rolled 2 ½ times 
down an embankment, through a chain-link fence before landing on its top.

Hamal was transported to Great Plains Regional Medical Center before 
being transferred and admitted in to OU Medical Center in Oklahoma City 
with a head injury. He was last listed to be in stable condition.

A passenger, 20-year-old Ethan Deer of Perkins, was treated for minor 
injuries at GPRMC and released a short time later.

OHP lists the cause of the crash as being “to fast for snowy road condi-
tion”.

No other vehicles were involved in the mishap.

February 15, 2021 - The House State and Federal Redistricting Commit-
tee was appointed Friday to continue the House’s public-focused redistrict-
ing process throughout the 2021 legislative session.

House Speaker Charles McCall appointed the 29-member bipartisan com-
mittee to establish the formal policies and protocols for House redistricting. 
After the delivery of final U.S. Census data, the committee will advance 
legislation containing new districts to the full House for consideration.

The standing committee will base its work on public input gathered by the 
House’s eight regional redistricting subcommittees, which conducted doz-
ens of town halls across the state to hear from citizens about the composition 
of districts for the next decade. In a historic move, every House member was 
appointed to a regional subcommittee to ensure total representation of the 
full state in the redistricting process.

District 57 Representative Anthony Moore R-Clinton and District 55 
Representative Todd Russ R-Cordell will both serve on the Northwest sub-
committee.

The State and Federal Redistricting Committee will hold its first meeting 
this week to adopt policies, protocols and a public map submission process.

Rep. Ryan Martinez, R-Edmond, who chairs the House State and Federal 
Redistricting Committee says “The standing committee’s first order of busi-
ness is setting a public map submission process. As has been the case from 
the beginning, public input continues to be the priority. All Oklahomans 
have been represented in the process to date, and the geographic and bipar-
tisan diversity of membership on this committee will ensure that standard 
continues.”

Every ten years, the Oklahoma Constitution requires each legislative 
chamber to redraw its own districts and congressional districts following 
the release of decennial U.S. Census data.

The House State and Federal Redistricting Committee’s membership 
matches the partisan composition of the full House and includes the chairs 
and vice chairs of each regional subcommittee.
