Though it’s easy 
to look at the tech 
industry and think this 
increasingly influential 
sector is what makes 
the world go round, 
something closer to the 
very core of the Earth 
may be what’s driving 
your economy. 

The agricultural 
sector plays a strate-
gic role in a nation’s 
economic develop-
ment and prosperity. 
From the earliest days, 
agriculture has been 
heralded as playing a 
crucial role in North 
American culture. 
Farmers who grow 
produce and raise live-
stock for meats and 
other products have 
long exemplified what 
it means to work hard 
and take initiatives to 
be self-sufficient. 

The symbiotic na-
ture of agriculture and 
the economy is notice-
able when examining 
the ups and downs of 
each. This is because 
food production and 
the potential of agri-
culture extends beyond 
the fields and local 

food stands. These 
resources impact sup-
ply chains and other 
markets. A strong 
agriculture base influ-
ences other employ-
ment sectors like food 
manufacturing, bio-
technology, hospitality, 
machinery building, 
and much more, while 
a weak agriculture can 
adversely affect those 
sectors. 

While it can be dif-
ficult for residents of 
developed nations to 
visualize agriculture’s 
effect, one only needs 
to turn to impover-
ished and developing 
nations to see just how 
big an impact agricul-
ture can have on an 
economy. Agriculture 
provides food and raw 
materials, eventually 

creating demand for 
goods produced in 
non-agricultural sec-
tors. Also, food pro-
vides nutrition that can 
serve as the foundation 
of a healthy nation. 
Earning a living in 
agriculture strength-
ens purchasing power, 
which fuels other 
markets. Eventually, 
farming can pave the 
way for development, 
including roads, mar-
kets, shipping services, 
exporting, and many 
other sectors.

Agriculture is an 
important economic 
building block. An 
especially important 
sector, the agricultural 
industry, when sup-
ported, can contribute 
greatly to sustained 
economic growth.

Autumn is apple-picking season, and many farmers markers, 
grocery stores and even roadside apple stands are chock-full 
of delicious apples this time of year. That makes fall the perfect 
time to whip up some apple-inspired foods. This recipe for “El-
sie’s Stewed Apples” requires a tad more effort than traditional 
applesauce recipes, but the extra work is well worth it in the 
end. When shopping for apples in advance of preparing this 
recipe, avoid apples that have a mealy texture as well as those 
that are overly sweet.

Elsie’s Stewed Apples
Serves 6 to 8

- 2 to 3 tablespoons unsalted butter
- 2 pounds apples, peeled, cored and cut into thick slices
- 1⁄2 cup honey, preferably sage honey
- 1⁄2 cup white wine
- Zest and Juice of 1 lemon
- Fresh sage sprigs for garnish

1. Melt the butter in a large skillet 
over medium heat. Add the apples, 
turn the heat to high and sauté until 
they begin to brown on the edges, 
about 5 minutes. If some are get-
ting too well done, remove them and 
place on a plate while the rest con-
tinue to cook, then return them to 
the skillet when all are done.

2. Reduce the heat to low and 
add the honey, wine, lemon zest, lemon juice, and 1⁄2 cup water. 
Cover and allow to cook until the apples are tender but still firm; 
you don’t want them to turn into applesauce.

3. Serve this in a bowl, tuck in a couple sprigs of fresh sage 
from your garden, and tell your guests all about sage honey.

The agricultural industry 
provides a variety of opportu-
nities to professionals interest-
ed in this often misunderstood 
field.

According to the employ-
ment resource AGCareers.com, 
more than 250 career profiles 
are available to people inter-
ested in a career in agriculture. 
And while jobs in agriculture 
may not be as prevalent as they 
were a few centuries ago, when 
72 percent of the workforce 
was employed in farm occu-
pations in the United States, 
agriculture remains a booming 
industry that greatly affects the 
nation’s economy. Today, one 
in 12 American jobs is depends 
on agriculture, according to the 
career resource Payscale.

The following are some 
potential professions for those 
considering careers in agricul-
ture.

• Agricultural business man-
ager: This person oversees the 
business operations of a farm 
by providing organization and 
leadership during the produc-
tion process. He or she contacts 
creditors, selects seeds, buys 
new equipment, and ensures 
the distribution of product.

• Agricultural lawyer: 
Attorneys who specialize in 
agriculture deal with water and 
environmental issues, represent 
agricultural labor in disputes, 
ensure proper marketing tech-
niques are followed, handle 
real estate and land use issues, 
and much more.

• Animal control officer: 
These officers enforce local 
and regional laws that per-
tain to the treatment and care 
of animals. They patrol for 

distressed animals and en-
sure cruelty-free practices are 
adhered to.

• Grain buyer: Grain buy-
ers build relationships with 
producers so they can purchase 
grain for their particular com-
panies. They negotiate pur-
chase agreements, source grain 
supplies and issue purchase 
orders.

• Poultry hatchery manager: 
Hatchery managers oversee 
all of the aspects involved in 
poultry hatching. These can 
include management of person-
nel, handling and sorting of 
eggs, maintenance of equip-
ment, coordination of pick-ups 
and deliveries, and overseeing 
quality control.

• Soil scientist: Among the 
many tasks they might per-
form, scientists in the field of 
agriculture test soil samples for 
minerals and contaminants. By 
studying the soil, scientists can 
recommend which crops the 
land can support, how much 
livestock can feed in an area 
and the implications of agricul-

ture on the area as it pertains to 
managing natural resources.

A career in agriculture pres-
ents many exciting opportuni-
ties in a number of different 
applications. It’s a vast industry 
that utilizes professionals with 
an array of skillsets. 

I just got off the phone with 
a man in his 30s. He and his 
wife run 300 cows and both 
of their parents have a ranch 
that run about the same.

He said so easily in a few 
years we more than likely 
will have the opportunity to 
run 900 cows. But he said, 
“I never thought I would say 
this but I am not positive that 
I will stay in agriculture.”

He said it is pretty bad with 
that much opportunity that 
a person would not have 

enough faith in what is going on in the cattle busi-
ness that he would even consider not staying with 
something he loves. “I love and I always wanted to 
raise my family in the country living on a ranch.”

And he said it is all due to the fact of the packer 
and retailer completely stealing his product. He 
asked me what should he do?

I said, “I agree with you 100% but don’t give up 
yet. There seems to be a lot of cattlemen that are fed 
up and willing to try to make a change. It’s high time 

we quit talking about it and start doing something 
about it.” If you know an honest group that would 
like to head up this endeavor please give me a call.

Every cattle organization, if it is not screaming at 
the top of its lungs now, is not working for you. I 
challenge every one of you to see if your cattle orga-
nization is speaking out against packer and retailer 
control. If it isn’t, call and cancel your membership 
until it does.

A friend and cattleman said he was at the big ag-
riculture facility on a tour with a lot of farmers and 
ranchers. After they had showed off their new way 
of manufacturing farm tools and machinery. They 
asked if anyone in the crowd had any questions, so 
one farmer spoke up and said, “How many people 
work here?” The manager responded by saying, 
“About half.”

One cowboy was a good guy but definitely had a 
reputation for sometimes forgetting he was married. 
He had told his wife that he was going pheasant 
hunting and would be gone for the weekend. He 
frantically called a buddy who was just as ornery 
and said, “I have to take some pheasants home to-
night. Would you please shoot some and put them in 
a sack and I’ll be by in a few hours to get them.”

But the only mistake he made was he forgot to 
check the sack. When he picked up from his buddy, 
his wife opened it up and it was full of ducks in-
stead.

“Creating Together the 
People’s Energy Plan” was the 
subtheme of my book entitled, 
America Needs America’s En-
ergy. A dependable energy plan is 
necessary for all of us.

In mid-February of this year, 
unusual weather made an impact 
on Texas and other regional states.

This 
is an example of how we must 
meet the challenge of having quali-
fied individuals lead in this nation, 
based upon their knowledge of 
their particular sector. In this na-
tion, we have an individual leading 
our climate change initiative who 
travels using jet fuel and doesn’t 
carry the example of combining 
energy usage and environmental 
preservation. Another example is 
an individual who has served on 
a natural gas company board, but 
does not support fossil fuels. In 

order to have a plan, we need to 
have direction and consistency. 

All forms of energy need to 
be a part of the national dialogue, 
in order to have a smooth transi-
tion as possible. In order to have 
a transition, the use of oil and 
natural gas is an important part 
of America’s energy future. The 
infrastructure alone, in the oil 
and gas industry, is vital to not 
only energy usage, but economic 
prosperity and national security. 
All natural resources are impor-
tant to future generations. A plan 
needs to be in place that transi-
tions America and that unites us, 
not divides us. 

The energy industry is a very 
complex sector. According to the 
Office of Energy Efficiency and 
Renewable Energy, “You probably 
don’t think about what’s happen-
ing behind the scenes every time 
you flip a light switch or turn on 
the air conditioner, but there is 
a lot that goes into “keeping the 
lights on.”

become an industrial power.

In order for the U.S. to be suc-
cessful in energy policy, the oil and 
gas industry has to be factored in. 
The message to OPEC+ and coun-
tries throughout the world, is that 
we maintain our energy resources, 
work force, security and geopoliti-
cal influence.

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“Possibly Intoxicated” Driver Crashes
Vehicle – 9 Youth Inside

March 29, 2021 - A vehicle carrying nine juvenile passengers rang-
ing in ages between 11 and 2 – all from Clinton and Weatherford – 
was involved in a two vehicle accident Saturday night in Canadian 
County near Calumet.

According to the Oklahoma Highway Patrol, the driver was pos-
sibly intoxicated.

The OHP report said that the mishap occurred four miles south of 
Calumet at the intersection of U.S. Highway 66 and U.S. Highway 
270 when 40-year-old Freddie Stone of El Reno was traveling west-
bound on U.S. 66 in a 2005 Nissan Murano when he failed to stop at 
the stop sign at the intersection of the highways. The driver failed to 
see the 2015 Peterbuilt tractor that was in the process of clearing the 
intersection, and struck the semi. As a result of the crash, the Murano 
went under the trailer before departing the roadway – striking utility 
pole lines.

Stone was airlifted to OU Medical Center in Oklahoma City where 
he was admitted with a traumatic brain injury and facial fractures. He 
was last listed to be in critical condition.

Of the nine juveniles in the vehicle, only one was admitted into the 
hospital. A 7-year-old boy from Weatherford was taken to OU Chil-
dren’s Hospital in Oklahoma City with a spinal injury.

Four were treated and released at SSM Health St. Anthony Hospi-
tal in El Reno with trunk external injuries. The youngest occupants, a 
4-year-old female from Clinton, a 3-year-old female of Weatherford, 
and a 2-year-old male from Weatherford were all uninjured in the 
crash.

OHP listed the condition of Stone as being “possibly intoxicated” 
and says he was wearing a seat belt at the time of the mishap. It is 
not known how many, if any, of the children were wearing seat belts 
or in car seats.

The driver of the semi was uninjured.

March 29, 2021 - A semi truck led multiple agencies from two 
states on a high speed pursuit recently after an alleged road rage in-
cident in the state of Texas.

The suspect was ultimately caught and arrested in Beckham Coun-
ty.

According to the probable cause affidavit the Beckham County 
Sheriff’s Department was notified of a 2006 Freightliner that was 
leading Texas law enforcement on a high speed pursuit on eastbound 
Interstate 40 on the morning of March 22. When the semi crossed 
into Oklahoma, Sherriff’s Deputies were waiting, and picked up 
the pursuit near the 5 mile marker. The semi, driven by 41-year-old 
Mervin Lynn Peachy of Mifflin, Pennsylvania, eventually came to a 
stop where a deputy gave verbal commands to exit the vehicle – how-
ever the suspect refused. The deputy along with help from a Corpora-
tion Commission Officer extracted Peachy through the driver’s side 
window after smashing it open.

Peachy was arrested and booked into the Beckham County Deten-
tion Center without incident.

The court document stated that a search of the vehicle would pro-
duce a small baseball bat in the dash – in front of the driver.

After further investigation, it was revealed in the affidavit that the 
chase started after Peachy allegedly had ran another motorist off the 
roadway in Gray County, Texas. Wheeler County Dispatched advised 
that the pursuit was in excess of 84 mph.

Court records also reveal that Peachy has a history of evading po-
lice with an evading a peace officer conviction in California in 2008.

Peachy was charged in Beckham County with endangering others 
while eluding or attempting to elude a police officer, and resisting an 
officer.

Bond was set for Peachy at $20,000.
His first court date is scheduled for April 12.

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Whether you are a newcomer  to 
medical marijuana or a seasoned 
THC enthusiast, if it’s your first 
time exploring edibles, you likely 
have some questions. Below, are 
some answers found on medi-
calmarijuana.com, Cannabis 101 
- a great resource for information.

How Do I determine What Serv-
ing/Dose is right for me?
     There is no “correct” serv-
ing when it comes to marijuana 
edibles. Everyone responds 
differently to THC, and everyone 
has different tolerance levels. 
The best thing to do is establish a 
conservative baseline that you’re 
comfortable with and adjust from 
there.
     To do so, you will need a 
precisely formulated THC source, 
such as a tincture, to deliver an 
exact amount of THC to your 
edibles. The best edibles are those 
that have a precise amount of 
THC evenly spread across each 
serving. This helps consumers 
know exactly what they’re get-
ting.
     Ultimately, the best rule to 
follow is to start small and work 
your way up. Make your first rec-
ipe with a low-concentration THC 
product and add more next time.

How Long Does It Take to Kick 
in?
     The answer to this question 
depends on a lot of factors, but 
for most people, the effects of 
THC edibles kick in anywhere 30 
to 90 minutes. One of the factors 
that influence how long marijuana 
edibles take to kick in is THC 

concentration. 
Higher concen-
trated products 
will take effect 
faster. Another 
factor is where 
and how the 
body absorbs 
the edible.
     THC lozeng-
es, lollipops, 
and gum are 
absorbed sub-
lingually, a pro-
cess that shows 
effects faster 
than absorption 
through diges-
tion, which is 
the process for THC cookies, 
brownies, and chewy edibles.
     Other factors that may in-
fluence onset time include an 
individual’s weight, height, 
gender, diet, and genetic tolerance 
to THC edibles. Whether or not 
you’ve eaten recently will also 
influence how quickly marijuana 
edible effects kick in.

What Should I Do if I Ate Too 
Much or Feel THC’s Effects Too 
Strongly?
     As mentioned above, there are 
a number of steps you can take if 
you feel like you have consumed 
too much THC. First and fore-
most, don’t panic. The effects will 
eventually wear off. Try sitting or 
lying down, focusing on breath-
ing normally and relaxing, asking 
a close friend or family member 
to supervise you. You may also 
consider consuming CBD, which 
may counteract THC’s psychoac-

tive effects.

What Should I Look For on a 
Cannabis Edible Label?
     The best edibles are responsi-
bly sourced, meticulously extract-
ed, and carefully formulated to 
contain precise amounts of THC 
and other important ingredients. 
Do your research before narrow-
ing your THC edible selection 
down to only the top few man-
ufacturers. From there, look on 
the label for how much THC (and 
other cannabinoids) the package 
contains, and how much THC 
(and other cannabinoids) you’ll 
be getting per serving. This will 
help you consume the amount 
that’s right for you.

How Long Do the Effects of a 
Cannabis Edible Last?
     The psychoactive effects of 
cannabis edibles can last any-
where from two hours to near-
ly 12 hours depending on the 
amount of THC ingested and the 
type of edible ingested. Edibles 
that take longer to digest will typ-
ically release THC over a longer 
period of time, leading to extend-
ed psychoactive effects.
     The best edibles for you are 
the ones with effects that last as 
long as you want them to. Start 
with a smaller serving size in a 
single kind of edible (such as 
a lozenge or baked good), and 
gradually increase the THC 
amount with each ingestion. That 
way, you can home in on the per-
fect length of time for your THC 
experience.
