Though it’s easy 
to look at the tech 
industry and think this 
increasingly influential 
sector is what makes 
the world go round, 
something closer to the 
very core of the Earth 
may be what’s driving 
your economy. 

The agricultural 
sector plays a strate-
gic role in a nation’s 
economic develop-
ment and prosperity. 
From the earliest days, 
agriculture has been 
heralded as playing a 
crucial role in North 
American culture. 
Farmers who grow 
produce and raise live-
stock for meats and 
other products have 
long exemplified what 
it means to work hard 
and take initiatives to 
be self-sufficient. 

The symbiotic na-
ture of agriculture and 
the economy is notice-
able when examining 
the ups and downs of 
each. This is because 
food production and 
the potential of agri-
culture extends beyond 
the fields and local 

food stands. These 
resources impact sup-
ply chains and other 
markets. A strong 
agriculture base influ-
ences other employ-
ment sectors like food 
manufacturing, bio-
technology, hospitality, 
machinery building, 
and much more, while 
a weak agriculture can 
adversely affect those 
sectors. 

While it can be dif-
ficult for residents of 
developed nations to 
visualize agriculture’s 
effect, one only needs 
to turn to impover-
ished and developing 
nations to see just how 
big an impact agricul-
ture can have on an 
economy. Agriculture 
provides food and raw 
materials, eventually 

creating demand for 
goods produced in 
non-agricultural sec-
tors. Also, food pro-
vides nutrition that can 
serve as the foundation 
of a healthy nation. 
Earning a living in 
agriculture strength-
ens purchasing power, 
which fuels other 
markets. Eventually, 
farming can pave the 
way for development, 
including roads, mar-
kets, shipping services, 
exporting, and many 
other sectors.

Agriculture is an 
important economic 
building block. An 
especially important 
sector, the agricultural 
industry, when sup-
ported, can contribute 
greatly to sustained 
economic growth.

Autumn is apple-picking season, and many farmers markers, 
grocery stores and even roadside apple stands are chock-full 
of delicious apples this time of year. That makes fall the perfect 
time to whip up some apple-inspired foods. This recipe for “El-
sie’s Stewed Apples” requires a tad more effort than traditional 
applesauce recipes, but the extra work is well worth it in the 
end. When shopping for apples in advance of preparing this 
recipe, avoid apples that have a mealy texture as well as those 
that are overly sweet.

Elsie’s Stewed Apples
Serves 6 to 8

- 2 to 3 tablespoons unsalted butter
- 2 pounds apples, peeled, cored and cut into thick slices
- 1⁄2 cup honey, preferably sage honey
- 1⁄2 cup white wine
- Zest and Juice of 1 lemon
- Fresh sage sprigs for garnish

1. Melt the butter in a large skillet 
over medium heat. Add the apples, 
turn the heat to high and sauté until 
they begin to brown on the edges, 
about 5 minutes. If some are get-
ting too well done, remove them and 
place on a plate while the rest con-
tinue to cook, then return them to 
the skillet when all are done.

2. Reduce the heat to low and 
add the honey, wine, lemon zest, lemon juice, and 1⁄2 cup water. 
Cover and allow to cook until the apples are tender but still firm; 
you don’t want them to turn into applesauce.

3. Serve this in a bowl, tuck in a couple sprigs of fresh sage 
from your garden, and tell your guests all about sage honey.

The agricultural industry 
provides a variety of opportu-
nities to professionals interest-
ed in this often misunderstood 
field.

According to the employ-
ment resource AGCareers.com, 
more than 250 career profiles 
are available to people inter-
ested in a career in agriculture. 
And while jobs in agriculture 
may not be as prevalent as they 
were a few centuries ago, when 
72 percent of the workforce 
was employed in farm occu-
pations in the United States, 
agriculture remains a booming 
industry that greatly affects the 
nation’s economy. Today, one 
in 12 American jobs is depends 
on agriculture, according to the 
career resource Payscale.

The following are some 
potential professions for those 
considering careers in agricul-
ture.

• Agricultural business man-
ager: This person oversees the 
business operations of a farm 
by providing organization and 
leadership during the produc-
tion process. He or she contacts 
creditors, selects seeds, buys 
new equipment, and ensures 
the distribution of product.

• Agricultural lawyer: 
Attorneys who specialize in 
agriculture deal with water and 
environmental issues, represent 
agricultural labor in disputes, 
ensure proper marketing tech-
niques are followed, handle 
real estate and land use issues, 
and much more.

• Animal control officer: 
These officers enforce local 
and regional laws that per-
tain to the treatment and care 
of animals. They patrol for 

distressed animals and en-
sure cruelty-free practices are 
adhered to.

• Grain buyer: Grain buy-
ers build relationships with 
producers so they can purchase 
grain for their particular com-
panies. They negotiate pur-
chase agreements, source grain 
supplies and issue purchase 
orders.

• Poultry hatchery manager: 
Hatchery managers oversee 
all of the aspects involved in 
poultry hatching. These can 
include management of person-
nel, handling and sorting of 
eggs, maintenance of equip-
ment, coordination of pick-ups 
and deliveries, and overseeing 
quality control.

• Soil scientist: Among the 
many tasks they might per-
form, scientists in the field of 
agriculture test soil samples for 
minerals and contaminants. By 
studying the soil, scientists can 
recommend which crops the 
land can support, how much 
livestock can feed in an area 
and the implications of agricul-

ture on the area as it pertains to 
managing natural resources.

A career in agriculture pres-
ents many exciting opportuni-
ties in a number of different 
applications. It’s a vast industry 
that utilizes professionals with 
an array of skillsets. 

I just got off the phone with 
a man in his 30s. He and his 
wife run 300 cows and both 
of their parents have a ranch 
that run about the same.

He said so easily in a few 
years we more than likely 
will have the opportunity to 
run 900 cows. But he said, 
“I never thought I would say 
this but I am not positive that 
I will stay in agriculture.”

He said it is pretty bad with 
that much opportunity that 
a person would not have 

enough faith in what is going on in the cattle busi-
ness that he would even consider not staying with 
something he loves. “I love and I always wanted to 
raise my family in the country living on a ranch.”

And he said it is all due to the fact of the packer 
and retailer completely stealing his product. He 
asked me what should he do?

I said, “I agree with you 100% but don’t give up 
yet. There seems to be a lot of cattlemen that are fed 
up and willing to try to make a change. It’s high time 

we quit talking about it and start doing something 
about it.” If you know an honest group that would 
like to head up this endeavor please give me a call.

Every cattle organization, if it is not screaming at 
the top of its lungs now, is not working for you. I 
challenge every one of you to see if your cattle orga-
nization is speaking out against packer and retailer 
control. If it isn’t, call and cancel your membership 
until it does.

A friend and cattleman said he was at the big ag-
riculture facility on a tour with a lot of farmers and 
ranchers. After they had showed off their new way 
of manufacturing farm tools and machinery. They 
asked if anyone in the crowd had any questions, so 
one farmer spoke up and said, “How many people 
work here?” The manager responded by saying, 
“About half.”

One cowboy was a good guy but definitely had a 
reputation for sometimes forgetting he was married. 
He had told his wife that he was going pheasant 
hunting and would be gone for the weekend. He 
frantically called a buddy who was just as ornery 
and said, “I have to take some pheasants home to-
night. Would you please shoot some and put them in 
a sack and I’ll be by in a few hours to get them.”

But the only mistake he made was he forgot to 
check the sack. When he picked up from his buddy, 
his wife opened it up and it was full of ducks in-
stead.

Let’s Talk About Agriculture
      “I actually love putting up hay, especially alfalfa. It’s the smell of alfalfa 
when you’re baling it. There’s no other smell like it in the world.” That’s what 
Jimmy Clark said when asked why he loves agriculture.  But his love of ag 
goes beyond the five senses. “I love the unity of the farming community,” 
Jimmy said. “The way folks help each other out.”
     Jimmy is bringing his love of the land to 96.5FM KECO weekdays at noon 
with his new show, “Today in Agriculture, With Jimmy Clark.”

GROWING UP IN AG
     Born Feb. 2, 1962 at Elk City Community Hospital to Joe and Mable 
Clark—the youngest of 10 kids—Jimmy’s been involved in some form of 
agriculture most of his life. “I was raised in town but everybody in my family 
chopped cotton.”
     He was active in the Elk City FFA program with Larry Long through his ju-
nior year of high school. When he transferred to Canute for his senior year, he 
worked nights welding at Graves Manufacturing in Clinton, helping manufac-
ture hay handling equipment.
     After graduating in 1980, Jimmy welded in the oilfield. When the oil boom 
went bust in 1983, he went from earning $35 an hour welding to making $5 
an hour as a farm hand at K&D Farm & Ranch at Foss. His job as farm hand 
meant doing whatever needed to be done for 500 mama cows and 5,000 
acres of wheat.
     Jimmy did that until 1989 when he went back into the oilfield. Then his 
service in the military took him to the Middle East for Operation Desert Storm 
in 1990-1991. After that, he moved to Kansas City and again, worked in the 
oilfield for 19 years.

BACK HOME, BACK IN AG
     He moved back to Western Oklahoma in 2008 and continued working in 
the oilfield. But he bought land in 2010, six miles west of Willow in the Breaks. 
He runs a cow-calf operation he calls C Trough Farm & Ranch. He also raises 
hay crops on a farm west of Carter on the river.

AG ON THE RADIO
     When he was approached about doing a show on KECO about farming 
and ranching, Jimmy jumped at the chance. “Most ag programs deal with state 
and national issues. I want our community to know what’s going on with our  
farmers and ranchers here at home.” Agriculture changes all the time, Jimmy 
said. There are lots of struggles right now. “Just because you inherited land 
doesn’t mean you can make ends meet.”
     There are lots of aspects involved in farming and ranching, and Jimmy 
plans to cover them all. One day, he’ll talk about cattle—sale prices, proces-
sors making more money than the guy raising the animals, vaccinations, feed. 
The next day, he may talk to high school kids raising animals. The day after, 
the show might be about cotton farming or raising peanuts.“I want to talk about 
everything. Seed, feed, feed trucks, chemicals, animals, veterinarians.
     He plans to interview lots of local guests and give as much information 

as he can gather about farming and 
ranching right here. And though the 
weather may turn dry, the show won’t 
be. “We’re gonna have a lot of fun.”
     Since he’s been heavily involved 
in ag production for a long time, and 
since he knows so many other produc-
ers in agriculture’s close-knit communi-
ty, Jimmy Clark has a pretty good idea 
what farmers and ranchers face.
     “We want to inform our community 
that life on the farm or ranch isn’t a 
piece of cake. There’s struggles every-
day.”

Cattlemen’s Association to see 
where they stood.
     And I was pleased to hear 

that they had sent a letter in 
April 2020 to the DOJ calling 
for a quick and thorough inves-
tigation into the meatpackers. 
Most recently OCA has con-
tinued to call upon completion 
of the investigation or, at mini-
mum, an update on DOJ prog-
ress.
     We are at a very critical point 
to where we need all of the large 
groups that have agriculture ties 
to stand up for the individual 
cattleman.
     I personally do not feel that 
we should have a foreign coun-
try own a big share of our food 
source. If I had the power I 
would break them up like they 
did on AT&T. They should give 
them six months to have these 
foreign-owned processing plants 

or anything that controls our 
food to get it to where they only 
own 50% as a foreign owner-
ship.   Then the next six months 
to get it down to 10% maximum 
for a foreign country.
     We should be waking up to a 
lot of things made overseas like 
the chips going into our new 
vehicles. They say that is what is 
keeping these new vehicles from 
being built. I liked the approach 
Trump had—build it in America. 
They might have cheaper labor 
but put a tariff on their products 
to help us compete or better yet 
thrive. They would do that to us, 
don’t worry.

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Deadly Weekend on 
Western Oklahoma Roads

Thomas Man Ran Over By Semi

June 21, 2021 - It was a deadly weekend on western Oklahoma roads 
with area accidents where one saw an Elk City man lose his life.

That accident occurred Saturday night when, according to the 
Oklahoma Highway Patrol, 65-year-old Robert Potter was driving 
his 2004 Chevrolet Blazer eastbound on Interstate 40 near the 26 
mile marker, when the vehicle departed the road to the left, came 
back on the road in a broad slide then began to roll. The vehicle 
would hit a sign support and continued to roll an unknown amount of 
time before coming to rest on the its wheels.

Potter was pronounced dead on the scene due to the injuries.
A separate accident occurred Friday night also on Interstate 40, this 

time in Custer County near mile marker 55.
OHP says while traveling eastbound, a 2022 Freightliner semi 

truck had slowed down due to a separate non-injury accident. A sec-
ond vehicle driven by 21-year-old Alfred Thomas Junior of Okla-
homa City failed to see the semi slow down and struck the vehicle. 
Authorities say this caused the 2001 Honda Civic to depart the road 
to the right before coming to a stop. OHP says Thomas was pinned in 
the vehicle before being freed by Burns Flat and Clinton Fire depart-
ments. Thomas was flown to OU Medical Center in Oklahoma City 
where he was admitted in stable condition with an arm injury. OHP 
says a 4-year-old boy was also in the car at the time of the accident, 
and was transported to Alliance Health Hospital in Clinton where he 
was treated and released.

June 18, 2021 - A Thomas man is in stable condition after a semi 
ran over his legs.

According to the Oklahoma Highway Patrol, the accident took 
place on State Highway 47, 6 miles west of Thomas in Custer Coun-
ty, just before 3 a.m. Friday morning when a 2013 Peterbilt Semi 
driven by 35-year-old James Cole of Saint Lawrence, South Dakota 
was eastbound on the highway and ran over 27-year-old Kole Wher-
ritt’s legs while he was laying on the highway.

OHP says Cole came to a stop and dialed 911.
Wherritt was flown from the scene to OU Medical Center in Okla-

homa City and admitted with leg injuries.
OHP listed the condition of Wherritt as ability impaired due to 

drinking.
