John Cook Sworn In as New Elk City Police Chief

Moore Says Budget Hearings Will Shape 
Final Weeks of January at the Capitol

January 8, 2025 • Elk City, OK – 
Following the retirement of longtime 
Elk City Police Chief Eddie Holland, 
the City of Elk City has offi cially 
named John Cook as its new Police 
Chief.

Cook was sworn in on Dec. 31 and 
offi cially began his duties on Jan. 1. 
He takes over leadership of the Elk 
City Police Department after Holland 
stepped down from the role while 
continuing to work with the city in a 
different capacity.

Cook brings 28 years of law en-
forcement experience to the position. 
His career began in 1998 through a 
reserve program, followed by more 
than a decade working for the State 
of Missouri. In 2011, Cook returned 
to Oklahoma and joined law enforce-
ment in Elk City.

Originally trained as a biologist, 
Cook said his path into law enforce-
ment came unexpectedly while work-
ing for the Oklahoma Department of 
Wildlife Conservation. As part of his 
work in endangered species recovery 
in McCurtain County, he was cross-
trained in law enforcement, discov-
ered a passion for the work, and chose 
to pursue it full time.

A Granite High School graduate, 
Cook said returning to western Okla-
homa was driven by family. He and 
his family came back to help care 
for aging relatives and take over the 
family farm north of Granite, which 
recently reached centennial farm sta-
tus after more than 100 years in the 
family. Cook continues to farm while 
serving as police chief.

As he steps into the department’s 
top role, Cook said residents should 
expect continuity rather than sweep-
ing change. He plans to make minor 
adjustments to the department’s orga-
nizational structure, with a focus on 
improving communication through-
out the ranks.

“I almost refer to it as a chain of 
communication instead of a chain of 
command,” Cook said, emphasizing 
the importance of information fl ow-
ing clearly both up and down the de-
partment.

Cook said his primary goals in-
clude continuing successful programs 
already in place, particularly the 
Citizens Police Academy, which he 
helped develop. He also hopes to ex-
pand public engagement and maintain 
the strong level of community support 

the department currently enjoys.
The department is also nearing 

completion of its new police facil-
ity. According to Cook, the building 
itself is essentially fi nished, with the 
fi nal step being installation of a Next 
Generation 911 system. The upgraded 
system, funded through a govern-
ment grant, will allow features such 
as text-to-911 and live video stream-
ing for emergency calls. Installation 
is currently scheduled for the fi rst two 
weeks of February, pending coordina-
tion with state and federal partners to 
ensure a seamless transition without 
any lapse in emergency coverage.

Former chief Eddie Holland is not 
fully retired and continues to work 
with the city. Cook said Holland is 
overseeing opioid abatement initia-
tives, managing and directing the use 
of federal funds dedicated to combat-
ing opioid-related issues for the ben-
efi t of the community.

In addition to Cook’s appointment, 
the department announced two pro-
motions. Scott Goodman has been 
promoted to Major and will serve as 
Assistant Police Chief, while Brad 
George has been promoted to Captain 
of Patrol.

January 11, 2026 • Oklahoma City, 
OK — Oklahoma House Speaker 
Pro-Tem Anthony Moore says the 
next three weeks at the State Capi-
tol will be critical in shaping budget 
decisions and policy priorities for the 
upcoming legislative session.
Moore, who represents District 57 in 
western Oklahoma, shared the up-
date during an interview on Explor-
ing Energy on KECO 96.5 FM.
According to Moore, budget hear-
ings are set to begin this week, fol-
lowed by a concentrated stretch of 
committee work through the end of 
January. He said lawmakers will be 
juggling both policy and fi scal bills 
during that time.
“Those last two weeks of January 
are really session extended,” Moore 
said. “You’ve got policy bills and fi s-
cal bills. Fiscal bills go through ap-
propriations and budget, and all of 
the policy subcommittees will have 

hearings the third week of January.”
Moore said the fourth week of Janu-
ary will focus on what he called the 
“big fi ve” state agencies, which tra-
ditionally receive the most attention 
during budget discussions.
Despite ongoing revenue conversa-
tions, Moore said the overall outlook 
for the state budget remains steady.
“We’re expecting a pretty fl at year on 
budget,” he said. “We’re not cutting, 
so I’m pretty happy about that.”
Moore noted that Governor Kevin 
Stitt has called for fl at budget re-
quests across state agencies, even as 
lawmakers face more than $1.7 bil-
lion in requested increases. Moore 
said that fi gure is unrealistic and that 
legislators are instead looking for 
ways to manage spending while re-
turning money to taxpayers.
“Obviously that’s not going to hap-
pen,” Moore said. “The question 
becomes, where can we cut and give 

back to taxpayers.”
During the interview, Moore also 
highlighted his working relationship 
with fellow western Oklahoma law-
maker Nick Archer. Moore credited 
the partnership with helping repre-
sent the region effectively during de-
manding legislative sessions.
“I could not ask for a better partner 
than Nick Archer,” Moore said. “Our 
strong suits are different and we play 
off each other well. Our word is our 
bond, and we’re pulling the rope the 
same direction.”
As Speaker Pro-Tem, Moore serves 
on every House committee, a role he 
described as nonstop.
“There will be thousands of bills,” 
Moore said. “There are no days off 
on the calendar.”
The Oklahoma legislative session 
formally begins in early February, 
with committee work and budget 
negotiations already well underway.
